But the angel said to the women, "Do not be afraid; I know that you are looking for  
Jesus who was crucified.

see the place where he lay.

Then go quickly and tell his disciples, 'He has been raised 

from the dead, and indeed he is going ahead of you to Galilee; there you will see him.'  
This is my message for you."

Dear Friends in Christ, 
 It is hard, impossible even, not to be afraid, especially in the face of 
tragedy, death, and the incomprehensible.  “Do not be afraid,” the angel said to 
Mary Magdalene and Mary.  And my immediate reaction would have been, 
“yeah, right!” 
 Seeing the pictures and videos from Japan, hearing the tragic stories and 
the news of disaster and horror in the aftermath of the earthquake, tsunami, and 
the unfolding nuclear situation, saying, “Do not be afraid,” seems crazy. 
  Getting the news that you or a loved one has inoperable cancer, and 
then having someone tell you, “Do not be afraid,” might be considered cruel and 
heartless. 

The angel knew why the women were afraid (aside from the fact that an 

angel shining like lightening just caused an earthquake, knocked down some Roman 

soldiers, and then rolled the stone away from Jesus’ tomb), “you are looking for Jesus 
who was crucified.”   

It is not fear of the angel, but the fear of death.  It is not fear of 
earthquakes, tsunamis, or a nuclear meltdown, it is fear of death.  It is not fear of 
cancer, Alzheimer’s, or some other deadly disease, it is fear of death.   
 The angel was saying, “You don’t need to be afraid of death anymore; for 
Jesus who was crucified and died, has been raised from the dead!  He is alive!”  
The reason we don’t have to be afraid of death is because Jesus has defeated 
death once and for all through his own death and resurrection.  Christ is Risen!  
Alleluia! 

Christ is risen!  Henceforth never Death or Hell shall us 
enthrall; Be we Christ’s, in him forever we have 
triumphed over all.   
All the doubting and dejection of our trembling hearts 
have ceased; hail the day of resurrection!  Let us rise and 
keep the feast. (“Christ Is Risen!  Alleluia!”  by J. Monsell and
