Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,
What does it look like to live out these greatest commandments
through our own daily lives as Jesus’ disciples, and through the
ministries of our community of faith called Christus Victor Lutheran
Church?
An obvious example would be the recent South Metro Feed My
Starving Children Mobile Pack Event! Between the large groups and
small groups that volunteered at shifts throughout the week, the
Certified Volunteers, Hospitality and Welcome team members, audio-
visual staff, and meal providers, over 250 members participated from
Christus Victor (not including family, friends, teams, co-workers, and
whole classrooms we brought along!). Together with over 15,000
volunteers (the total was closer to 18,500, but many people packed at
more than one shift), from 23 congregations representing 11 different
denominations, schools, teams, and businesses we packed over 4
Million Meals to feed over 11,000 children for a whole year! Thank you!
Your meals are already being shipped to FMSC partners in Haiti and the
Dominican Republic.

It all starts with getting to know and love God,
through knowing and experiencing God'’s love for us in
Jesus Christ through the power of the Holy Spirit. And
one of the primary places we get to know and
experience God'’s love is through the community of
faith, the Church. Thanks for being part of this faith
community and living out your faith in Jesus Christ with
us together.
